Usamos do/does para hacer preguntas en el presente simple y did para hacer preguntas en el pasado simple
Does he play the violin?
Did he come to work yesterday?
Cuando hacemos preguntas con verbos auxiliaries (can , be, wil, shall, must, need, would, should, could,
may, might, ought to, have etc) Ponemos el auxiliary antes del sujeto.
Is he rich? Has he got a car?
Will he marry her? Can you fly a helicopter?

Wh- Questions

Son: Who (quien) , What (que o cual) Which (que o cual) Wheose (de quien)
Where (donde) When (cuando) Why (por que?) How (como) How often (con que frecuencia)

Una pregunta que empieza por una palabra interrogativa, sigue las normas de arriba para hacer preguntas.

Who is he?

What did she do last night?
When can we start?

Where does he go to school?

Which se utiliza en lugar de who y what cuando hay que hacer una eleccion entre dos cosas o personas.
Which car is yours, the red one or the blue one? (en lugar de what, porque car es una cosa)

Which actor do you prefer? Robert De Niro or Dustin Hoffman? ( en lugar de who porque los actors son
personas)

Apréndete estas expresiones
What is he like? He is friendly and tall ( se emplea para preguntar por apariencia y forma de ser)
What does he look like? He is tall and thin. (se emplea solo para preguntar por apariencia)
